INTRODUCTION

For a long time, the research team of Saratov State University has been
systematically working on publishing amphora collections of the largest
museums in Russia (fig. 1). From 2015 till 2018, the research was supported by
the Russian Foundation for Humanities and later by the Russian Foundation for
Basic Research'. Then our efforts went into the processing of museum collec-
tions in the Crimea; the results were published in the form of two monographs
dedicated to the collections of the Kerch and Chersonesos museums (MoHaxoB
u 1p. 2016; 2017)". The collections of other Crimean museums were generally
processed, but were not introduced into scientific use. Later, it was possible to
study and publish the amphora collections of the State Hermitage Museum and
the Pushkin State Museum if Fine Arts with the support of the Russian Science
Foundation (Monaxos u ap. 2019; 2020)’. Then it was time to analyze the extra-
ordinary collection of the Krasnodar State Historical and
Archacological Museum-Reserve named after E.D. Fe-
litsyn, which even without taking into account the colle-
ctions of its branches in Taman, Anapa and Temryuk, is
one of the largest storages of amphorae, at least in Ru-
ssia. Next two regular volumes are devoted to this colle-
ction (MonaxoB u 1ip. 2021;2022)".

In the current 2023, having received the support of
the Ministry of Science and Higher Education, we deci-
ded to return to the Crimean amphorae collections, and
this time, in particular, to analyze and publish a rela-
tively small but extremely interesting collection of the
Yalta Museum’. The things that formed its basis origi-
nate from the archaeological collection of Grand Prince
Alexander Mikhailovich Romanov, which was located
in his hereditary estate “Ay-Todor”.

Antique painted vessels and amphorae were included in the interior of the
dining room and study of the Grand Prince’s palace, as evidenced by the survi-
ving photographs (fig. 35). We have no information that the Yalta Museum re-
ceived any other amphora material apart from that which was in the collection of
the Grand Prince.

It is known that in 1919 the whole archaeological collection of Alexander
Mikhailovich in 2,000 items was transported from his estate to the Yalta Natural
History Museum, and then to the Oriental Museum, located in the palace of the
Emir of Bukhara (fig. 2). In the process accounting documents were lost, inclu-
ding inventory lists that were compiled by E.R. von Stern and K.K. Kosciusko-
Valyuzhinich. Thus, we do not know where certain objects, including amphorae,
originated from. It is only known that the Grand Prince increased his collection
buying from individuals, in Kerch and Olbia/Parutino in particular. Taking into
account the fact that the collector would travelled to Europe widely and often, he
could buy something in Greece, Italy or Turkey. Such leading experts of the turn
of the 19" and 20" centuries as N.P. Kondakov, V.V. Latyshev, A.L. Berthier-
Delagarde, M.1. Rostovtsev and others got to know the collection of the Grand
Prince and were delighted with it (Baosuuenko, Typosa2015: 142 ff.).

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Introduction

The collection of Alexander Mikhailovich had a not very good fortune after
the nationalization. Something was damaged during the famous Yalta earth-
quake of 1927, or as a result of the fire in the Oriental Museum in the former pa-
lace of the Emir of Bukhara in 1941, where the collection was located at that
time (ITerpenko 2008: 100, 102).

The collection of amphorae of the Yalta Museum is very small; it is almost
the smallest of the museum collections processed by our research team. In it the
largest number is outlined by vessels produced in Heraklea Pontica (16 items),
followed by amphorae of Chios (9 items), Thasos (6 items); 3 items each refers to
the products of Sinope and Peparethos, 5 items were made in the workshops of
unidentified Mediterranean production centers, including 2 copies of amphorae
“with a swollen neck”, and there are single amphorae of Akanthos, Kos, Lesbos,
Mende and Chersonesos (fig. 3). In total, 47 vessels from the Archaic, Classical,
and Hellenistic eras were recorded in this collection: 10 of them date back to the
last quarter of the 6" — 5" centuries BC and 31 of them to the period from the late 152%
5" century to the third quarter of the 4" century BC, and 6 vessels date back even
later (fig. 4).

The oldest amphora in the collection is a vessel produced in Lesbos (LR.1).
There are relatively few such amphorae (Monaxos 2003: 48, 261, pl. 31 -2;
Momnaxos u zip. 2016: 81;2019: 104, 105; 2020: 120), they are all quite confiden- \
tly dated to 525-490 BC (Monaxos u ip. 2019: 31-32;2020: 49-51; Ky3ueuona : 10; 21 %

There are quite a lot of amphorae of Chian production (9 samples) in the A\
Yalta collection. The oldest of them is the “developed swollen-neck” variant
second quarter of the 5" century BC (Ch.1). There are two more Chian amphorae
of'the “late swollen-neck” variant (Ch.2, Ch.3). Similar vessels have been found
in the Phanagorian complex from Hill “G”, which is rather narrowly dated to the
450-440s BC (MonaxoB 2019: 49-60; Monakhov 2021b). In general, such 32: 68 %
vessels are quite well known and can be more widely dated to the third quarter of IV B.
the 5" century BC (Monaxos 2003: 18, 24; Monaxos u ap. 2019: 37-38, Ch.30).
Two more Chian vessels are classified as the “botros” variant of the type “with a
straight neck” of the last quarter of the 5" century BC (Monaxos 2003: 20, 24),
one of them is full-standard, the other is fractional (Ch.4, Ch.5). Four vessels are
of'the type “with a conical body and a cap toe”’; one of them is fractional, the rest
are full-standard (Ch.6-Ch.8).

The upper part of the Chian ~ F1g- 4 Distribution of amphorae by chronology
amphora (Ch.9) is dated to a later time, 375-340 BC (Monaxos 2003: 21-23, pl.
11-4,5).

The Thasian ceramic containers are represented by six vessels of different
types and time. One amphora (Th.1) is of a rather rare series “H®-119-1217,
which dates from 450—435 BC (analogue: MonaxoB u ap. 2019: 38-41). The
rest of the vessels are classified as the “biconical” variant of different series. Two
of the three amphorae of the “early biconical” series (Th.2-Th.4), with the
stamps of magistrates ®loviong and Apeu-), date back to the 390-370s BC
(Garlan 1999: 50; Kair 2007: 414). The “late biconical” series is represented by
two amphorae (Th.5, Th.6), one of which has preserved only the upper part
stamped with the magistrate “pylos”, dating quite widely to 340-325 BC
(Garlan 1999: 51; Tzochev 2016: tabl. 2).

The production of Mende is represented by a single copy (Md.1) of the
“pythoid” type; such vessels are known in the Nymphaeum warehouse of the
450-435s BC (Monaxos 2003: 90; MonaxoB u ip. 2019: 41).

Ceramic containers of a number of centers are presented only in a few
copies. Amphorae of Peparethos are classified as the “solokhinskiy” variant
(Pp.1-Pp.3) and dated back to 400-365 BC (Mounaxos 2003: 97-99). Sinopean
products is dated back to the Hellenistic time (Sn.1-Sn.3); one of the amphorae
of'the “pythoid” type (Sn.1) has on the handle the stamp of astynome Tkéctog 5
"Eteovikov (Monachov 1993: 116, 131, fig. 6 -53), who worked in 250-220 BC.

Introduction

The largest number of amphorae in the museum's collection (16 vessels)
are of the Heraklea Pontica production; the vast majority of them (14 copies) are
stamped, while 14 Heraklean amphorae are published for the first time. Of these,
six vessels are of the “pythoid” type I (HP.1-HP.6), the same number are of the
type I-A (HP.7-HP.12), three vessels are of the “conical” type II (HP.13—HP.15)
and one is of the type II-A (HP.16). The earliest copy of the Heraklean
containers dates back to the late 5" —early 4" century BC, the latest one
to the third —the early last quarter of the 4" century BC.

Five vessels from the Yalta collection belong to the products of

unidentified production centers. The two almost identical amphorae
are classified as so-called “with a swollen neck” type (Th-c.1-Th-c.2).
Not so long ago amphorae of this type were rated as the products of the
Greek city state of Aenus, located on the coast of Thrace (Karadima
2004: 158; Monaxos 2016: 114). However, despite the similarity of
morphological characteristics, the vessels of Aenus and the amphorae
of the “with a swollen neck” type differ in the visual features of the
fabric containing a large amount of mica’, and therefore the identi-
fication of all known copies of this type with the production of the
Thracian center of Aenus is premature (fig.5). Of all the vessels
included in this conditional type, only one can be attributed to the
production of Aenus — the vessel from the Chersonesos Museum
collection, which has a characteristic stamp (fig. 5 -7). Yalta amphorae
date back to the third quarter of the 5" century BC (Ky3nerosa u jp.
2023: 17). Another amphora seems to be the production of the
unidentified center of the “Thasian circle” of the late 5" century BC;
morphologically it resembles Thasian vessels, no analogies have been
found for this item yet (Th-c.3). The products of unidentified
Medliterranean centers include two more vessels of the 4" century BC
(Un.1, Un.2), analogies to which are not known so far.

Single samples represent the products of Akanthos, Kos and
Tauric Chersonesos. We will focus on the Akanthos amphora in more
detail later, we will only take notice that it is not only one of the most
interesting samples in the Yalta Museum collection, but also a vessel
that took a special place in the work on the Akanthos container
typology (Ak.1). The Kos vessel is classified as the “late” variant of the
first type (Ks.1) and dates back to the last quarter of the 4" — early 3“ centu- Puc.

Monakhov and V.I. Katz,
collection (ChT.1) dates back to the 325-280s BC; it was repeatedly published, Saratov, mid-1980s
however unillustrated (3eect 1960: 99; Monaxos 1989: 62).

The beginning of our work on the Yalta collection dates back to far past
1988, when a one-day excursion to Yalta as part of conference in Simferopol
called “Problems of Ancient Culture” was organized for examination of mate-
rials from the excavations of the “Gurzuf Saddle” sanctuary, which was inten-
sively studied by N.G. Novichenkova then. While the conference participants
were enjoying the cultural program of the excursion, S.Yu.Monakhov with
V.1.Katz (fig. 6) obtained permission to work with the museum's amphorae
collection, which was shelved in a storage shed in the courtyard of the Catholic
church, where the museum was located then (fig. 44). During the day we were
able to process (draw and photograph) only 13 of the most interesting amphorae
of Chios, Lesbos, Thasos, Mende, Heraklea, Sinope and Akanthos. Some time
afterward, they were introduced for scientific use (Monaxos 1992: pl. 11-52, 63,
72;,2003: 17, 19, 48, 67, 71, 78, 85, 90, 134, 137, 152, 154, 233, 235; 2013b:
294-300; Monachov 1993: 116, 122, 124, fig. 6 -53, 9 -69, 10 -80), and quite
recently we have surveyed a part of the collection (Ky3ueriosa u ap. 2023).

The total processing of the collection became possible only in 2016, but
first we would like to return to the year of the first overview of it (1988) in order

to describe some semi-detective stories. "M. Lawall, who we are very grateful to, drew our
attention to this fact.

Our first getting into the museum's collection took place under complex
conditions. There was no electric lighting in the museum storage shed, so the
only way to examine things was in the feeble light that fell from the street
through the open doors, and with the help of a small lantern. In fact, it was im-
portant for us to understand what and how many of the container amphorae are
stored in the museum, and there was a glimmer of hope to find some world-
unique at that time biconical amphora with a “wheel-shaped” stamp on the
handle, which once was seen in the Yalta Museum and mentioned in the manus-
cript IOSPEIII (IOSPE III: 158, 159) by B.N. Grakov (fig. 7). Our interest was
generated by the fact that at that time the whole vessels with such stamps were
unknown; although the peculiar “wheel-shaped” stamps in the form of a circle
divided into several sectors (fig. 8), each of which particular letters were written
in, were identified in the early 20" century (ITpmmux 1917: 107-108, pl. XVI;
IOSPE III: 156—189, Nos. 3259-3700). Many researchers have repeatedly paid
attention to the analysis of such stamps (Bon, Bon 1957: 493 ff.; Bpamunackuii
1980: 155), for some time they were considered to be Thasian (Bon, Bon 1957,
28, 35; bpammuckuii 1961: 294 ff.; Balkanska 1963: 35 ff.; Bunorpazos 1972:
41), although 70 years ago E.M. Shtaerman assumed that Akanthos, Mesembria,
or Mende might be the most likely centers (Illtacpman 1951: 46 ff.)*. Shortly
before our trip to Yalta, V.I. Katz, who conducted a comparative analysis of
samples of Thasian and “wheel-shaped” stamps from large sites of the Northern
Black Sea region, introduced very important amendments to the question of the
likely localization of such stamps. This analysis revealed that the share of both is
worlds apart from each other, which in his opinion is to say that the “wheel-

shaped” stamps are in no way linked to Thasos; this is a different center of @

production (Karr 1979: 180 ff.), which was proved correct later.

But let's go back to 1988. S.Yu. Monakhov walked in the dark along the
shelves with amphorae, handling, if there were any stamps on the handles. And
finally, such an amphora with a wheel-shaped stamp was found and carried out
to the daylight.

Interest in this particular vessel was caused by the fact that shortly before
our trip to Yalta, the article by K. Romiopoulou about the excavations of the
amphora workshops of Akanthos, where fragmented amphorae with “wheel-
shaped” stamps seemed to appear had been published (Rhomiopoulou 1986:
479 ff.) and, thus, the solution of the question of the localization of “wheel-
shaped” stamps goes without saying. The Yalta finding made it possible to
introduce clarity into this plot. The amphora from Yalta with a “wheel-shaped”
stamp was partially fragmented, one handle and a toe were missing, and the rim
was partially lacking (fig. 9). It was a typical biconical vessel according to form,
copying in detail the Thasian containers of the first three quarters of the 4"
century BC. It was in this form that it was originally published by S.Yu. Monak-
hov in one of his articles (Monaxos 1999b: 137-138, fig. 8 -2), it was later
published in his book of 2003 (Monaxos 2003: 85, pl. 58), and then repeatedly
appeared in the articles of Y. Garlan (Garlan 2004: 181 ff.; 2006: 278, fig. 8;
2014:200, fig. 7).

Adventures with the Akanthus amphora from Yalta were continued.
Almost 30 years later, in 2016, during the total processing of the amphorae
collection of the Yalta Museum we found a second handle of this amphora with
the same stamp of the same print divided into four sectors (this is why there are
two inventory numbers for this vessel in our catalogue) in a box with stamped
amphora handles and necks. Thus, the Yalta amphora is now archaeologically
intact, only its toe is missing (Ak.1).

The discovery of the first in the world Akanthian amphora in Yalta contri-
buted to a series of works, where an analysis of the materials of the Akanthian ce-
ramic epigraphy (both “wheel-shaped” stamps, as well as impressions with na-
mes and particular letters), which from now on were confidently identified with
the products of Akanthus, was made (Ammnepep, l'apian 1992: 19; Garlan 2000:
47,48,170,1fig. 23;2004: 181 ff.; 2006: 263-291;2014: 185 ff.).

In addition to individual new findings of undamaged forms of Akanthian
amphorae in various places of the Pontic region (Monaxos 2013a; 2013b; 2015;
Monakhov 2021a), the discovery of several amphora workshops in the vicinity
of Akanthos (fig. 10), producing containers with such stamps, and, as it turned
out, not only “wheel-shaped” ones (Tpakocomoviov-
Yokaxidoov 2004: 167 ff.) was fundamentally important. It is
also significant for this localization that a large number of &
amphorae with “wheel-shaped” and other Akanthian stamps
were found in the Akanthian necropolis (fig. 11), where the
vessels were used as ossuaries (Filis 2012a; 2012b; 2013;
2020;2021).

In general, it should be noted that Y. Garlan managed to
do more than others in developing the issue of Akanthian
stamping; he interpreted most of the “wheel-shaped” stamps |
as follows. He sees the name of the fabricant abbreviated to |
two letters (for example, PO (--)) in the upper two sectors of
these stamps and an indication of the capacity of the vessel
(for example, tp(€lg x0ec) = 3 hoya, etc.) in the lower sec-
tors. And although not all known variants of stamps can be
convincingly deciphered within the context of this hypo-
thesis, it looks quite acceptable so far. At least, the few intact
amphorae with “wheel-shaped” stamps known today seem
to be interpreted satisfactorily (Monakhov 2021a: 43-52)
according to their standard.

4" century BC, since it replicates the Thasian biconical container of that time.
But this remains only a hypothesis, since there are very serious disagreements
regarding the chronology of the Akanthian stamps’.

Y. Garlan insists that the entire group of “wheel-shaped” stamps is dated
back within the last third of the 4" century BC (Garlan 2004; 2006; T'apian 2010:
382). Itis like Ch. Tzochev and A. Balkanska date these stamps after the revision
of'the collection of stamps from the Seuthopolis (fig. 12), excavations where, as
it is known, there are four “wheel-shaped” impressions (Balkanska, Tzochev
2008: 190, 199, 200). An analysis of the stamps of Thasos, Sinope, Knidos,
Rhodos and Chersonesos found there leads them to the conclusion that the
sampling does not provide materials earlier than 315 BC, when, in fact, Seuthes
IIT began the construction of his new capital. But the construction of Seuthopolis
does not exclude the possibility that some earlier settlement could have existed
on that site, as A. Balkanska suggested earlier (bankancka 1984: 125), although
itis obvious that additional arguments are needed to confirm this.

Where do the well-known complexes with Akanthian stamps get us? As al-

ready repeatedly noted, the ceramic complex of the beam filling during the Puc. 12. Axandckue kieitma u3 CeBromons
construction of the theater in Chersonesos is of serious interest, where, along ~ (mo: Balkanska, Tzochev 2008: 199, Nos. 29, 30)

with dozens of Thasian, Sinopean and Heraklean stamps and the lack of the
Chersonesos, several “wheel-shaped” ones were found. Taking into account the
chronology of these groups, it can be assumed that the upper boundary of the
filling under the theater does not go beyond the early — the middle of the 320s BC
(MonaxoB 2003: 86; Kar 2007: 311-313). However, this does not exclude the
possibility that the production of “wheel-shaped” stamps could be stopped well
before.

No less interesting is the filling of the so-called “nymphaeum” (actually a
burial vault) in the southeastern part of the Chersonesos, which contained a
representative series of early Heraklean, Thasian, “wheel-shaped”, Mendean

this object (Poros 2001: 110, 117), thought so too. However, the latest revision
made it clear that there were also other materials there, and now the chronolo-
gical boundaries of this complex have extended from the late the 5" century BC
until early 330s BC (MBamenko 2014: 278).

There are also complexes with whole Akanthian amphorae. In particular, in
the Luzanovskaya dugout of 1972 (fig. 13), an Akanthian amphora with a retro-
grade stamp “ME” in a rectangular frame was found, along with which an un-
stamped Heraklean amphora, two Heraklean englyphic fragmented stamps, a
Knidian stamp with the name of the magistrate Pasicrates and the emblem of
“prora” were discovered ([uamant 1984a: 8 ff.; 1984b; Monaxos 1999a: 398,
399;2015:107,fig. 1 -4).

Another Akanthian amphora of exactly the same morphology as in the Lu-
zanovskaya dugout, but unstamped, was found in the room No. 12 of the Olbian
near-town behind Zayachya Balka in 2008 (fig. 14). This amphora has a good
chronological context, in particular, the pieces of a Mendean amphora, two frag-
mented amphorae of Ikos, the lower parts of Chian amphorae “with a cap toe”,
an amphora from Sinope, the upper part of a Heraklean amphora were found
with it. All findings are dated to the middle — the third quarter of the 4" cen-
tury BC. The Heraklean stamps of the magistrates Lykon and Spintaros of no
later than the 340s BC (Moraxo 1999a: 635; Kar 2007: 430), originate from
there, as well as two stamps — one with a retrograde legend KAEO(---) (analogy
ofthe print: Badoud 2013: 94, fig.16; Karr 2015: 28, No. 379-380), another in the
form of the letter “®”.

Another Akanthian amphora with a “wheel-shaped” stamp originates from
a burial mound near the village Bogachevka of Krasnoperekopsky district,
Crimea. In addition to the Akanthian amphora, the complex from this burial
included Sinopean, Peparethos and Heraklean amphorae, as well as a black-
glazed cup-kantharos, which made it possible to date this finding to the second —
third quarters of the 4" century BC (Kontyxos 2012: 43, 44, fig. 15; Monaxos
2013a: 258-269; 2013b: 294-300; 2015: 111, fig. 2 -10). However, S.V.Polin
dates this complex even to the second quarter of the 4" century BC (ITosun
2014:420).

Finally, there is one more complex from Chersonesos, which A.V. Buys-
kikh attracted our attention to — the third lower (above-rock) layer on the 3-rd
Poperechnaya Street, which was excavated by M.I. Zolotarev in 1978. In this
layer, among various ceramic material from amphora stamps only two “wheel-
shaped” impressions were found, which is very symptomatic. The author of the
excavations directly writes that ... all the materials found in the third layer are
dated to the first half of the 4" century” (3omorapes 1978: 11, fig. 24).

Thus, it is obvious that Akanthian amphorae of various types, copying the
Thasian container samples of so-called “topraisara”, “early biconical”,
“developed biconical”, and “late biconical” series, were produced for quite a
long time from the first to the third quarters of the 4" century BC, i.e. in the
380-330s BC (Monaxos 2003: 86, pl. 58). In other words, we remain in the same
position as almost 20 years ago. According to Y. Garlan, for the entire sampling
of Akanthian stamps there are 21 fabricants (magistrates?), whose names are in
abbreviated form at the top of the stamp's legend (Garlan 2004: 184).
Accordingly, if we assume that these are the names of magistrates as in
neighboring Thasos, then the entire period of stamping with “wheel-shaped”
stamps covers about a quarter of a century (Monakhov, Kuznetsova 2017: 72,
fig.4-4,4-5)".

In general, despite the small size of the Yalta collection, the amphorae pre-
sented in it are rather interesting; some of them will be introduced for scientific
use for the first time. Unfortunately, the lack of nominal data prevents from cor-
relating them with some monuments and complexes. Thus, this publication does
not have a traditional chapter devoted to the characteristics of archaeological
sites. This volume presents only a brief history of the formation of the Yalta
Museum collection (see Chapter 1), prepared by N.G. Novichenkova, and ex-

clusively Catalogue. The small volume of the amphorae collection made it
possible to create a bilingual version of the monograph.

Copies of the amphorae collection of the Yalta Museum after their
publication will replenish the database of amphorae from the Northern Black
Sea region (“Greek Amphorae from Northern Pontus Euxinus (VII-II c. BC)™:
https://ape.sgu.ru) and will be available for research in the field of archaeo-
logical source studies, social and economic reconstructions, etc.

The basic part of the publication is the Catalogue, where according to a
single algorithm for describing each amphora, standard metric parameters are
given (fig. 15): H is for the height of the vessel, H, is for its depth, H, is for the
height of the upper part (from the upper edge of the rim to the maximum
diameter of the body), H, is for the height of the neck, D is for the diameter of the
body, d is for the diameter of the mouth, d, is for the diameter of the rim, and V is
for the volume (empirically with water or grain, or calculated mathematically
from a measurement drawing). In cases where the upper part of the vessel is
missing, an additional parameter H, is given which is for the height of the lower
part (from the maximum diameter of the body to the underside of the toe).

Traditionally the Catalogue has sections according to production centers.
As before, the description of each vessel is accompanied by a drawing and a
photograph on a scale of 1:10, as well as profiles of a toe and a rim on a scale of
1:2. A photograph of the stamp or paper print is always given on a scale of 1:1.
For dipinti and graffiti, scales are specified in each specific case. Unfortunately,
in 2023, when preparing the publication, we were unable to get a permit to re-
work with the collection due to the lack of a chief guardian in the museum.
Therefore, in some cases, photographs of graffiti or dipinti are not available.

Measurement drawings and original photographs of the vessels were made
by S.Yu. Monakhov, E.V. Kuznetsova and N.B. Churekova. Digitization in dra-
wing programms, process of drawings scaling and preparation of photographs
was provided by V.A. Barandeev, T.A. Dolgova and M.N. Rastegaeva. The text
was translated by A.O. Volkova. When characterizing stamps in the check-list of
analogies, only a reference to published materials is given without indicating the
specific monument where certain impressions were found. Generally, there are
such references in the cited scientific literature. The stamps readings and recon-
struction of their legends were done by the authors, except when a clarification of
other researchers is given, with the obligatory reference to the author. And of
course, the work with the collection would have been impossible without the
kind permission of the collection keepers, without the help of our friends and
colleagues: namely N.P.Turova, N.G.Novichenkova, K.V.Novichenkova-
Lukicheva. We express our sincere gratitude to all of them. The book contains
the usual set of various appendices containing a reference list, an index of
geographical names, an index of names, a standard index of the Greek names of
magistrates and fabricants. We are grateful to our reviewers D.E. Chistov and
I.N. Khrapunov for favorable comments on our work. It is sincere hope of the
authors that this publication will not be the last in a series of catalogues of
amphorae collections in the Crimea. In the near future, it is planned to prepare
and publish collections of antique containers from the Kalos Limen Museum-
Reserve and the Yevpatoriya Museum of Local Lore.

CHAPTER 1

ANTIQUE CERAMICS FROM THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL
COLLECTION OF THE GRAND PRINCE ALEXANDER
MIKHAILOVICH IN THE YALTA HISTORICAL AND
LITERARY MUSEUM COLLECTION

Amphorae published in this catalogue make a part of the archaeological
collection of the Yalta Historical and Literary Museum, which currently has
about 50 thousand items. Over the last few decades, the archaeological collec-
tion of the museum has increased twentyfivefold as a result of research in the
South Coast and Mountain Crimea by expeditions of the Yalta Historical and
Literary Museum, the Institute of Archeology of the Academy of Sciences of the
Ukrainian SSR, the Institute of Archeology of the Russian Academy of Sciences,
the Institute of Archeology of the Crimea of the Russian Academy of Sciences,
LLC “Tauric Archaeological Society” (HoBuuenkosa 2020b: 118—122).

The Yalta Historical and Literary Museum is one of the oldest museums in
Crimea and the first museum on the Southern Coast of Crimea. In 2022 it
celebrated 130-year anniversary. The museum was founded on October §, 1892
at the Yalta branch of the Crimean Mountain Club, the first sightseeing and
tourist organization in the south of the Russian Empire (Tkauyk 2006: 149).
Among the leading founders of the Mountain Club Museum in Yalta were
famous scientists, including historian and archaeologist Alexander Lvovich
Berthier-Delagarde (fig. 16), who, as a military engineer, was in charge of deve-
lopment and improvement of the New City: building of a water supply system,
sea-wall, a stone breakwater of the port in Yalta in the 1880s — the early
20" century. In Yalta, the main scientific papers of Alexander L. Bertiher-
Delagarde on the study of the coining of the ancient states of the Black Sea
region and the history of the medieval Crimea were written (Cyxopykos 2007:
35-36; beptre-emarapmn 2009; 2011;2012).

The second founder of the museum at the Yalta branch of the Crimean
Mountain Club was Vladimir N. Dmitriev (fig. 17), who formed the basis for
climatotherapy on the Southern Coast of Crimea, developed methods for
ampelotherapy, using of dairy products, including kefir, sea bathing and
Crimean mountain air in the treatment of broncho-pulmonary diseases, a
developer of the Yalta meteorological observing station (Cyxopyxos 2007:
124-125).

The basis of the archaeological museum collection was made up of ancient
monuments — art pottery, tableware and container ceramics, terracottas from the
collection of Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich Romanov (fig. 18), the
grandson of Emperor Nicholas I, a well-known antiquary (HoBuaenkoa 1993:
222-223; Novichenkova 1995: 112—113), a creator of national aviation (Can-
skaposert 2017: 82; Kamryk 2022: 149-162). The collection of antique ceramics
and works of Greek vase painting of Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich
unceases admiration of its richness and diversity, and the excavations of the
Roman fortress of Charax are an priceless historical source for studying the
Roman military presence in South Taurica in the 1¥—3" centuries AD
(HoBuuenkosa 2020a: 109;2022a:331).

In 1891, Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich inherited the country estate
“Ai-Todor” (HoBmuenkosa 2022a: 332) (fig. 19, 20), where in the first half of the
19" century Pyotr I. Koppen discovered an ancient monument (Kermen 1837:
192; HosmuenkoB, Hosuuenkosa 2002: 27-36). Excavations by the Grand Prin-
ce Alexander Mikhailovich of the Roman fortress lasted about fifteen years:
from 1894 to 1907 they were episodic, afterwards, until 1911, they became more
regular (fig. 21-23).

During the excavations, tangible material became available. In addition to
epigraphic monuments, an altar with the dedication of Titus Flavius Celsinus,
beneficiary of the consular of the Legio XI Claudia ([IpsikoB 1930: 45-46; 3ybapb
2004: 148; Novychenkova-Lukycheva 2014: 143) and metal handicrafts, dozens
of fragments of architectural ceramics were found: tiles and bricks of vexillatio of
the Ravenna squadron, the Legio I Italica (fig. 24) and the Legio XI Claudia (Ho-
BrueHKoB, HoBruenkosa 2002: 27-36; HosruenkoBa, HoBnuenkoBa-Jlykmdaesa
2002:51-52;2009: 61-71;2017: 74-80; HoBnuenxosa 2017b: 288-300; 2020a:
110, fig. 1; 2022a: 341), as well as hot-air heating pipes from thermae and eart-
henware pipe-line (fig.25), which provided the cape and the defenders of the
fortress with water (braBarckuit 1951: 253-254, 256, fig.4 -5, 5; BnoBmuenko,
TypoBa2015: 139, fig. 1).

Chapter 1. Antique ceramics from...

The archaeological collection of Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich
consisted of 2000 items and transported from his estate “Ai-Todor” became the
most significant acquisition of the Yalta Museum as a result of the nationali-
zation of 1919 (Ilerpenko 2008: 100). Before the Great Patriotic War (the World
War II), antique ceramics from his collection were constantly exhibited in the
former palace of the Emir of Bukhara (fig. 26, 27). The Oriental Museum was

located there, which became a department of
the Yalta United Local Lore Museum in the
early 1930s (Bnosuuenko, Typoma 2015:
154, fig.20; Houuenkora 2022a: 352). A
significant part of the collection from the
excavations of Grand Prince Alexander Mi-
khailovich is preserved in the Yalta Histo-
rical and Literary Museum (HoBuuenkosa
2022a:341).

The patterns of the carefully selected
collection of antique ceramics of the Grand
Prince Alexander Mikhailovich, stored in the
Yalta Historical and Literary Museum, make
it possible to study all the main periods in the
history of ceramics production in the ancient
Mediterranean from the archaic period of
history to the Roman times. For decades re-
searchers and museum staff have been wor-
king to study, popularize and publish this
collection.

Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich
was interested in Kerch ancientries: red-

ries BC) are attributed to such leading centers of the Mediterranean as Corinth, (by: Homuenkosa 2022a: 352)
island and mainland Asia Minor centers of lonia (Miletus, Pergamum, Chios,

Rhodos, Samos).

Among the earliest vessels there is the pyxis, the body and the
lid of which are decorated with wavy and vertical stripes of white
and magenta (Bmomuenko, Typosa 2006: 74). The body of a
Corinthian black-figure cup of the middle — third quarter of the 6"
century BC on a tall toe (Bonosuuenxo, Typosa 2006: 73) decorates
the frieze with heraldic groups of birds and animals (fig. 28). An
alabaster depicting a siren and panther protoma (BmoBmueHko,
Typosa 2006: 73-74) dated to the first quarter of the 6" century BC,
two miniature oinochoai and two spherical aryballos with a
schematic view of lotus buds (Bnosuuenko, Typosa 2006: 72—-75)
are also attributed to the products of Corinth.

Eastern Greek ceramics of the Ionian centers of the second
half of the 6" —early 5" centuries BC, decorated with stripes of
glaze, is featured with 19 vessels (BomoBuuenxo, Typosa 2006:
68-72). A psykter (wine cooler) with a preserved iron handle,
which was published by Ernst R. von Stern (ILItepn 1904: 54) and
Natalia P. Turova (TypoBa2001: 75) is of interest.

Attic painted glazed ceramics of the 5"—4" centuries BC,
including products of so-called “Kerch style”, takes the key place
in the collection of antique vases of Grand Prince Alexander
Mikhailovich.

There is a black-glazed oinochoe, a hydria, and a few pelikes (Hosu-
yenkoBa 1993: 222) as well as black-figure lekythoi of the 6" 5" centuries BC
(Bnosuuenxo, Typosa 2015: 151, fig. 17) among classical vase paintings, which
along with some terracotta figurines were in the study of his palace in the “Ai-
Todor” country estate. The lekythoi are decorated with images of a wedding
procession, an olive branch and a centauromachy: a warrior, hiding behind a
shield from one centaur, strikes another with a spear (fig.29). On the black-
figure oinochoe, the image of Dionysus, the god of wine, and two other cha-
racters sitting on stools among grape-vines has been preserved. The black-figure
olpe depicts a dancing maenad with a grape-vine in the background. The dra-
wing on the cup-skyphos shows the figures of a man and a woman, covered with
one cloak. On the front side of the pseudo-Panathenaean amphorisk there is an
image of Athena in a helmet with a shield and a spear, on the reverse side there is
arunning athlete with a torch.

Among vessels with red-figure painting there is a variety of Attic ceramics
of the 5" —4" centuries BC and Apulian-made items of the 4" century BC. The
plots contain scenes of myths, battles, reflect the life of ancient society, inclu-
ding everyday routine.

On a red-figure pelike dated about 430 BC (Attica, circle of Master
Christie), on the side A there is a woman sitting in an armchair, possibly a muse,
playing a double aulos. There are ribbons-taenias and garlands on the walls
(fig. 30). The painting is framed by vertical stripes with a zigzag ornament. On
the neck there is an ornamental band with a stylized floral ornament in the form
of narrow lotus buds pointing down and connected with a dotted line by arcs
(HoBuuenkoBa 2022b: 485).

On the hydria dated to 440-430 of Master lo (fig.31), which like the
lekythos was stored in the Grand Prince’s study, there is a hetaira, her visitors
and a maid (Brosuuenko, Typosa 2006: 99). The arrival of the guests was un-
expected, as evidenced by the figurine of a running girl, flinging up her hands—a
friend or amaid of the hetaira.

A vivid example of the “luxurious style” in vase painting is the so-called
three-toed pix of the circle “by Master Athena 1585 dated back to 410-400s BC
with a circle composition united around the central figure — a young woman
sitting on a chair. Around her there are her friends carrying baskets of yarn.
Erotes are flying up to the women, turning their baskets aside and offering lyres
for music making and relaxing (AaTruHble maMsaTHHKE KpeiMa... 2004: 14;
Bnosuuenko, Typosa2006: 111-112).

Researchers remark that Attic red-figure vases of so-called “Kerch style”
of the second half of the 4" century BC, acquired in Kerch, form a significant
part of the collection of Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich (Carxaposen
2017: 80). The vessels of the circle of Master Griffin (worked between 360-330
BC) prevail among them. Among these are a pelike depicting a protomai of an
Amazon, a griffin and a horse, as well as a pelike depicting a battle between a
pygmy and cranes, and others.

Averyrare and valuable vessel (fig. 32) is a red-figure pelike with scenes of
Amazonomachia, outstanding for its especially large size (its height is 74 cm),
the painting style of which is characterized by confidence, freedom and dyna-
mism. The composition of the painting on either side of the pelike contains a
dynamic multi-figure battle scene of the Amazonomachia. The figures outlines
cut one another, form a single moving mass of bodies. On one of the sides, the
red-figure painting is “coloured” with pastel shades. Ornamental details in the
form of relief rosettes made of clay are gilded. The Attic pelike made by the
“Master of the Amazons” is dated back to around 320 BC (Ko6putHa 1947: 53;
1951: 136-170; BnoBuuenko, Typosa 2006: 86—88).

In an elegant painting of the oinochoe of the second quarter of the 4"
century BC there are heads of two women facing each other (HoBnuenkosa
1993: 222, fig. 1), probably a goddess of the underworld and a deceased woman
(Brosmuenko, Typosa 2006: 102—103).

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The collection contains many simple black-glazed vessels with stamped
ornaments, fluted bodies; some of them with graffiti.
The reduction of Attic imports during the Peloponnesian War led to the
rapid development of the South Italian schools of vase painting, including Apu-
lian, which is considered to be one of the largest. In the third quarter of the 4"
century BC, images of Erotes, women and female small heads become popular
in the Apulian vase painting. Several painted vases belong to this group. The
pelike on the front side is decorated with an image of a sitting woman holding an
open casket and a mirror. On the reverse side there is Eros. A similar compo-
sition is on the cup-skyphos.
In the center of a dish from Apulia (fig. 33), 340-330 BC, belonging to the
“Tarentum 9243 group, Eros is depicted walking: in his right hand he is holding
acist—abucket, and a basket of bread in his left (HoBuuenkosa 1993: 223, fig. 3;
Brnosuuenko, Typosa 2006: 115). In front of him, a luxuriant acanthus bush
grows out of the ground. The elegant decorative painting of the dish is comp-
leted by yellow and white put on paints. A similar ornamentation along the edge
appears on a plate depicting a female head from the Pushkin Museum (Cuno-
poBau ap. 1985: 124, cat. 63). Both vessels seem to have been made in the same
workshop and simultaneously burned in the same kiln.
An outstanding work of antique vase painting in Southern Italy is the red-
figured krater by the “Turned-up Nose” Master from Apulia (fig. 34) dated to the
middle of the 4" century BC (Hosuuenxona 1993: 223, fig. 2; Bnosuuenko, Typo-
Ba 2006: 113, fig. 20, cat. 127). On the bottom of the vessel there is a sticker with
the inscription “No. 184 Cabin.”, made by K.K. Kostsyushko-Valyuzhinich, num-
bered according to the collection inventory and indicating the place of the vessel
in the “Ai-Todor” palace. On the side A there is an image of two figures on both
sides of a rectangular altar. On the left is a standing naked with a cloak thrown
over both hands a young man with a wreath (a groom). In his right bent hand, the
young man is holding a wreath, in his left hand a burning torch. On the right there
is a sitting girl (a bride) with a high hairdo, dressed in a long dress with bracelets
on both hands and a necklace. In her right hand, the girl is holding a casket, which
she is offering to the young man; in her left hand she is holding a ribbon-taenia
encircled thyrse: On.the side B. there are tht.a figures of two curly-haired young Puc.

Antique vases decorated the interior of the dining-room (fig. 35) and the
study of the palace in the country estate “Ai-Todor” of Grand Prince Alexander
Mikhailovich. To describe and systematize his collection, he invited E.R. von
Stern (IItepn 1904: 54-62), and then K.K. Kostsyushko-Valyuzhinich (1907).
On the bottoms of many vases, on the inside of terracotta figurines and masks,
the stickers have been preserved, where the numbers according to the inventory
were written by K.K. Kostsyushko-Valyuzhinich and indicated where the items
were placed: “the Study”, “the Dining Room” (HoBuuenkoBa 1993: 222).
E.R.von Stern made a report on introduction of the “scientifically important
collection” of the Grand Prince from the “Ai-Todor” estate at the meeting
No. 342 of the Odessa Society of History and Antiquities, noting that “there are
items of rare beauty and value in the collection...”, “the collection of Olbian and
Kerch terracottas is not less interesting” (Llltepn 1904: 58). N.P. Kondakov,
V.V. Latyshev, A.L.Berthier-Delagarde, M.I. Rostovtsev became acquainted
with the collection and excavations of the Grand Prince. M.I. Rostovtsev
published the inscriptions (PoctoBrer 1910: 511-512; 1911: 1-42), found on
Charax, and also prepared a collection of coins, transferred by Alexander
Mikhailovich to the Hermitage, for publication.

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In the Yalta Historical and Literary Museum, vases have been regularly
exhibited at ancient ceramics exhibitions since 1983 (fig. 36).

Terracotta figurines (32 unbroken and fragmented samples) and masks are
another interesting part of the Grand Prince's collection. The terracottas can be
divided into several groups: images of divinities; heroes and mythological figu-
res — Demeter, Heracles, Nereid, Leda, Cupid and Psyche, Aphrodite with Eros
Thanatos, the Erotes (fig. 37 -1—4); figurines of a male youth adorant and a war-
rior of the 5" century BC from Boeotia (fig. 37 -6), women, children (fig. 37 -7),
actors and musicians, animals (fig. 37 -5) (HoBuuenkosa u ap. 2022: 7). The
strongest impression is created by a realistic figurine of the warrior (fig. 37 -6)
(HoBuuenkoBa u ap. 2022: 9, 24-25). Having familiarized himself with it,
E.R.von Stern wrote: “There is no finer example in this collection of terracotta
than a quite large figurine of an ancient warrior in full armor, by its pose and
composition quite similar to the famous bronze figurine from Dodona” (IItepn
1904: 58-59).

Another section of the ceramic collection of Grand Prince Alexander
Mikhailovich is a group of lamps dating from the 5" century BC to the first
centuries AD (AuTrunble namsTHUKA Kpbima... 2004: 290; XKypagsnes, Typosa
2012: 335-400). A red-glazed figured lamp in the form of feet in sandals is of
interest. On the shield there is an image of Bacchus head.

A considerable part of the collection of Grand Prince Alexander Mikhai-

lovich is made up of amphorae — about 50 whole forms of various centers. Am-
phorae with stamps from Sinope and Heraklea of the 4" century BC
take a prominent place among them. Since 1988, the collection of am-
phorae has been studied by S.Yu. Monakhov (HoBuuenkopa 2022a:
347). Thirteen amphorae (of Chios, Lesbos, Thasos, Mende, Herak-
lea, Sinope, Akanthos) have already been introduced into scientific
use by the researcher (Monaxos 2003: 17, 19, 48, 67, 71, 78, 85, 90,
134,137,152, 154,233,235;2013:294-300).

In addition to ceramics and metal products, several sculptures
from the collection of Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich, which
can be considered outstanding, are stored in the museum. Two of
them are exhibited in the archaeological exposition “Gold Rooms”
of the Yalta Historical and Literary Museum (“Treasures of the He-
llenes, Romans, and Goths”). The sculptural portrait of a young man
of the 4" century BC attributed to the Schools of Scopas, made of whi-
te marble (its height is 26 cm) (fig. 38) (HoBuuenkosa 2022a: 343), is
similar in style to another portrait sculpture of a young man from the Cherso-
nesos Museum, half'the size. The second marble sculptural realistic portrait of an
aged Roman was studied by V.D. Blavatskiy in one of his early art history works
(bnmaBarckuit 1929:31-35).

In Haspra, in the wall of the Small Palace, built in 1912 for the seven
children of the Grand Prince, there is a gravestone built into it from the Roman
period (fig. 39,40) with areliefimage of standing male and female figures (the
face of the latter is knocked down) and a plowing scene in its lower part (Hou-
yeHkoBa 2022a: 353).

There are other interesting monuments in the museum's collection, in
particular, a marble grave-stone of the 1% century AD with an inscription from
the excavations of the tomb-stone of Eurysibius and Aretas in Olbia (fig. 41),
which was considered to be lost for decades, the study of which was carried out
by E.I. Solomonik (Conomonuk 1986: 36—41; HoBuuenkopa 1993: 224; 2022a:
354).

In 1983, another important lapidary monument — a monumental limestone
carved frame of the well (fig. 42) — was opened in the central alley of the park of
the former “Ai-Todor” estate. On four sides of a beautiful stone-cut monument,
created by a talented craftsman affected by the art of Italy and Byzantium of the
10"~ 13" centuries, there are images of the “Tree of Life”, birds with neck bands
sitting by pairs on the sides of the Tree of Life, as well as various animals and a
dragon. Publishing the Hasprian framing of the well as an outstanding work of
stone sculpture, V.A. Sidorenko associated its appearance in medieval Taurica
with the Venetian-Seljuk influences that spread in Cri-
mean Gothia in the 60s of the 13"~ mid-14" centuries
(Cumopenxko 1993: 145-161). For the first time outside
the walls of Crimea, this remarkable monument was ex-
hibited at the “The Golden Horde and the Black Sea Re-
gion. Lessons of the Chinggisid Empire” exhibition in
the Museum-Reserve “Kazan Kremlin” in 2019 (Hosu-
yeHkoBa 2022a: 355-356).

There were losses, of course. A lot of ceramic ves-
sels, including black-glazed, painted ones and some ter-
racotta, happened to be broken. It is not known when this
took place — during the September earthquake of 1927,
or a fire in the former palace of the Emir of Bukhara in
1941, where a collection of antique ceramics was located
and exhibited during the interwar period, transported
from the “Ai-Todor” estate in 1919 (Tkauyk 2006: 153;

Ierpenko 2008: 100, 102; Aunpocos 2004a: 134, 136).
In 1992, the staff of the Department of Archeology sorted a large chest with

broken ceramics; many things were glued together and passed to the funds. Not Fig. 43. The Palace of the Emir of Bukhara in Yalta.

everything was given back from evacuation to Kazakhstan and Novosibirsk
after the end of the Great Patriotic War (Ilerpenxo 2008: 105; Arapocos 2004b:
126—138). But the vast majority of the collection was saved. A critical part in its
preservation was played by the Head of the Department of the museum,
L.A.Afanasieva and artist E.I. Visniovskaya (BmoBuuenko, Typosa 2015:
155-157).

After the Great Patriotic War's end, the building of the palace of the Emir of
Bukhara (fig. 43), which had housed the Oriental Museum before the war, was
given to the sanatorium of the Black Sea Fleet. The buildings of the Armenian
Church and Catholic Church the were transferred to the Yalta Museum of Local
Lore to accommodate its collections and expositions (fig. 44, 45) (HoBuuenkosa
1995:129-133; ITerpenko 2008: 107).

Since the early 1990s the archaeological exposition and archaeological
collections have been located in the main building of the Yalta Historical and
Literary Museum in 5 Pushkinskaya St. (fig. 46).

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Researchers have repeatedly appealed to the collection of ancient ceramics
from the Yalta Museum. In the pre-war period, the brightest vases, including
“Kerch style” pelikes, were studied by M.M. Kobylina and V.D. Blavatskiy (Ko-
osutrHa 1947: 53-60; 1951: 136—170; braBarckuii 1953). This collection was
also of'interest of foreign scientists: Karl Shefold (Shefold 1934), John D. Beaz-
ley (Beazley 1963), his Fund staff, Johan Boardman.

Since 1983, the Yalta Museum of Local Lore has been involved in the
preparation of a collection of red-figure vases of the “Kerch style” from the mu-
seums of the USSR under the guidance of 1.V. Stahl (Iltans 2000). L.I. Vdo-
vichenko and N.P. Turova published a number of articles and monographs about
antique painted vases from this collection, about the collecting activities of
Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich (Typosa 1998: 131-138; 1999: 22-25;
2002: 19-23; Brosuuenxko 2003a; Typosa, KoBanenko 2005: 339-349; Bnosu-
yeHko, Typosa2006;2015: 138-163).

In 2022, terracotta figurines were published for the first time (Hosu-
yenkoBa 2022b: 248-249, 485). Thirty-two samples of terracotta were included
in the catalogue corresponding to the first issue of the series “Archaeological
Collection of the Yalta Historical and Literary Museum” (HoBuueHnkoBa u 1p.
2022). Part of the archaeological collection of Grand Prince Alexander Mikhai-
lovich from the Yalta Historical and Literary Museum was shown in 2022 at the
exhibition “The Romanovs. Memories of the Crimea” in the museum-reserve
“Tsaritsyno” in Moscow (HoBmuenkosa 2022a: 331-357).

Acquaintance with the amphora collection of the museum began in the
1980s. Then only a dozen and a half vessels were recorded. A more detailed
study of container ceramics from the funds was carried out only in 2016.
Unfortunately, that year the scientific team failed to prepare and publish the
catalog promptly. Only seven years later, thanks to the support of the Ministry of
Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation, we had the opportu-
nity to complete work with the amphora collection of the Yalta Historical and
Literary Museum and present it to the reader.

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SUMMARY

This publication is devoted to the amphorae collection of the Yalta Historical and Literary Museum. The first Chapter
describes the development of the museum’s archaeological collection, the basis of which was formed of objects from the col-
lection of Grand Prince Alexander Mikhailovich Romanov — arty, tableware, container ceramics, terracotta, etc. Leading spe-
cialists of the turn of the 19™ and 20 centuries, such as N.P. Kondakov, V.V. Latyshev, A.L. Berthier-Delagarde, M.I. Ros-
tovtsev and others studied and were delighted with the collection of the Grand Prince. Each and every amphora presented in
this publication originates from this collection, while the records once compiled by K.K. Kosciusko-Valyuzhinich and
E.R. von Stern, were lost and it is impossible to find out the origin of the amphorae. It is only known that the Grand Prince
renewed his collection buying from private individuals both in Russia and, probably, in Greece, Italy or Turkey. However, the
collection is small but interesting; it also contains rare examples of ceramic containers.

The catalogue provides a detailed description of 47 container vessels. The largest number of vessels is classified as the
products of Heraklea Pontica (16 items), followed by amphorae of Chios (9 items), Thasos (6 items); 3 items each refers to the
products of Sinope and Peparethos, 5 items were made in the workshops of unidentified production centers, including 2 copies
of amphorae “with a swollen neck”; there are also single amphorae of Akanthos, Kos, Lesbos, Mende and Chersonesos. 10
vessels date back to the last quarter of the 6™ —5" centuries, 31 amphorae date back to the period from the late 5™ century to the
third quarter of the 4™ century, and 6 vessels date back even later.

The publication is traditionally indexed what makes it easier to work with the materials in the collection.
